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WHAT KIWANIS MEANS TO THE KIDS OF MANCHESTER

Current and Past Projects

Dental Care - $125,000

Purchased an RV and equipped it with state-of-the-art examination suites and X-ray. For over 30% of the city’s school kids this is the only dental treatment they receive on a regular basis.  

Meals for Kids - $75,000

This is an in-progress five-year commitment to Girls Inc. for Café Lauren. It is the only breakfast and dinner program for girls and boys from low-income families on the city’s west side. In addition to financial support, members volunteer regularly assisting with meal preparation and serving. 

Manchester Police Athletic League - $75,000 

Hundreds of at-risk and intercity youth participate in character building sports and non-sports activities. 

Health Care - $50,000

Child Health Services serves kids in Greater Manchester without access to medical services. The Club’s commitment helped expand the clinic. 

A Home for Kids - $50,000 + Annual Financial Support

The Webster House in Manchester is a model group home for at-risk youth. In addition to $50,000 to retire the mortgage, the Club provides yearly financial support.  

“K Rocks” – A Showcase for High School Musicians 

Students with "garage" rock bands perform - many for the first time - on a real stage, with professional lights and sound and compete for prizes. This service project and fundraiser is a partnership with area Key Clubs. Profits are shared with the Key Clubs and charities supported by Kiwanis of Manchester. 
"Walk With A Child”, “Fish With A Child”, and “Celebrate With A Child” – Service Projects

Warm, winter clothes for needy children are at provided at “Walk.” This is the first time that many of these children receive new coats and boots. At “Fish” kids from the intercity are introduced to fishing in a day of fun that, for most of them, is their first experience with nature. The Christmas spirit is shared with children who otherwise may not enjoy a happy holiday at “Celebrate.”

Educational Opportunities, Pediatric Trauma – Ongoing Support

Camp Spaulding is a summer camp that provides low-income children with educational, recreational and cultural experiences. BreakThrough Manchester connects bright kids from low-income families to superior educational opportunities at the Derryfield School. The Kiwanis Pediatric Trauma Institute in Boston is a world leader in research and education for the treatment of trauma in children.  

Youth Leadership – The Club’s sponsorship of Kiwanis Key Clubs in local high schools creates the opportunity for students to cultivate leadership skills and to embrace community service.
